Dear Friends, 
 

Looking back June 12, 2005 seems like a long time ago.  That was my first Sunday conducting 
services as Trinity’s interim rector.  It was an exciting day for me – I was approaching a new 
beginning, a new phase in my ministry, by trying for the first time the experience of interim ministry.  I 
found Trinity was mostly in a season of mourning as many members of the congregation were still 
processing the loss of their beloved rector who had retired and were not ready to move beyond that. 
 

Getting on board with the life of a busy and complicated parish was a challenge and needing to do it 
quickly was an added pressure.  Interim ministers have sometimes been called “faster pastors,” because 
everything a settled pastor would do from learning the names of the parishioners to learning the ropes 
of the organization all has to happen at an abbreviated clip. 
 

Once the basic shape of Trinity’s ministry had been understood, and a measure of repertoire had been 
established, I moved full swing into my role as resident transition guide, coach, interim rector, and 
pastor. 
 

Together we worked through the basic goals for Trinity’s transition, including the establishment of the 
profile and search committees.  Now the work has all been completed, and the ground has been 
prepared for a new ministry to begin, and a person- Tom Cook – has been selected to be the settled 
rector. 
 

On the personal side, a stream of changes has filled these last 27 months as well evoking a symphony 
of deep emotions.  We ended a 33 year pastorate in the city, moved from the rectory home and 
neighborhood that my wife Kathryn and I had lived in for 30 years, Kathryn left a teaching career, my 
mother survived a stroke but remains partially crippled, our eldest graduated from medical school and 
got married, both daughters relocated to distant cities, and Kathryn and I have now moved from the 
second rectory we have lived in and downsized our possessions and purchased our first home - an 
apartment in center city. 
 

These few years at Trinity and in my own life remind me of some of the words in the third chapter of 
Ecclesiastes.  “For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven: 
 

… a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is planted; 
a time to kill, and a time to heal; 
a time to break down, and a time to build up; 
a time to weep, and a time to laugh; 
a time to mourn, and a time to dance; 
…a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing; 
a time to seek, and a time to lose; 
a time to keep, and a time to throw away;  
a time to tear, and a time to sew……..” 
 

But with all the changes and chances of life, we can rest assured that God stands watch over all our 
times and that God’s goodness is renewed for us every day of our lives. 
 

It has been my joy and honor to serve as Trinity’s Interim Rector.  May God bless this fellowship of 
faithful souls and Tom Cook who you have called to walk with you into your future.

The Vestry met with the Search Committee in early June and called the Reverend Tom Cook of 
Medford, MA as the rector. A negotiating committee made up of members of the Finance Committee 
drafted the Letter of Agreement along with the compensation package and sent it to the July meeting of 
the vestry for approval.  
 

At the regular June meeting, the Vestry established a New Rector Introduction and Integration 
Committee.  Ginny Davis, Amy Sisson and Dick Koelle were appointed as members.  In addition, the 
Communication Committee will have important duties in alerting the larger community and the 
Diocese about the new rector.  In addition, the Worship committee was charged with working with 
Tom Cook and the Bishop to design the Installation Service. 
 

The treasurer reported that finances were in good shape after five months, but cautioned that the 
summer is always a lean time.  In addition, special funds are needed for the needed renovations and 
improvement to the rectory and the installation service and reception.  It was reported that the search 
committee expenses were well below the vestry’s approved $20,000 appropriation, leaving ample 
funds for moving the Cook family.  The vestry approved a withdrawal of $75,000 from the Church 
Foundation to cover renovations and moving expenses. New check signers were adopted.  Renovations  
began July 1st, and Lou Temme and his wife Kathryn Rossé were asked to leave the rectory in time for 
the work to begin. 
 

Committee reports noted the following:  the Stewardship Luncheon went well; the church is too hot or 
too cold for Sunday services; the Adult Forum has scheduled a theme “Trinity Matters” and begun to 
identify topics and speakers from the congregation; the Church School is recruiting teachers for the 
fall; Outreach is learning about past recipients of funds; Fellowship is planning Installation reception 
and welcome back Sunday reception; Buildings is finalizing list and cost of rectory renovations. 
 

The vestry’s July meeting finalized the documents for the new rector. 
 

In August the main agenda item was work on the details of the arrival and integration of the new 
rector. The vestry approved an appropriation for augmentation of the music at the Installation service.  
No general finance reports were available for the August meeting.  The Introduction and Integration 
Committee, the Communications Committee, the Worship Committee, and the Fellowship Committee 
all reported on their progress to date. This was the last regular meeting for Lou Temme. The next 
meeting of the vestry will be a special meeting on Tuesday, Sept. 4, at 7 pm, the day on which Tom 
Cook begins his tenure at Trinity.
